Article 36 bis: Good administration1

In the handling of administrative matters and in other administrative activities

the institutions and bodies of the Union shall act in accordance with fundamental

principles of good administration2, detailed arrangements for the

implementation of which are to be defined in accordance with the legislative

1 Working group V on complementary competencies proposed that a provision should be
introduced in a future Treaty, providing power for the Union to adopt rules on good
administration within the EU institutions (CONV 375/1/02). The proposal from the working
group did not meet any objections when its conclusions were discussed in the plenary. This
Article could be placed under this Title, preferably after Article 36, or under a Title dealing
with the Institutions.
