Article 17a: Council Formations

1. TheCouncil shall meet in such formations as the European Council shall decide.

Explanation (if any) :

The creation of a Legidative Council would not contribute to the efficiency and effectiveness of the
Council’ slegislative work. It would, moreover, complicate existing arrangements in sectoral areas.
It is more appropriate for legislation to be handled by these formations which have the necessary
expertise and domestic political authority. The proposed arrangements would cause unnecessary
duplication and could give rise to coordinating difficulties at European and national levels.

To provide for the greatest flexibility (and to ensure the longevity of this Treaty), and in keeping
with our mandate to simplify the Treaties, there is no need to prescribe the formations in which the
Council will meet. Clearly, existing formations of the Council would remain in being until the
European Council decided otherwise.

This reduced Article should beincluded in Article 17.
