The use of Union competences is limited by the principles of conferred powers, subsidiarity,
proportionality and loyal cooperation of the Union with the Member States in carrying out their
tasks.

In accordance with the principle of conferred powers, the powers of the Union derive solely
from the decision of the Member States to confer certain competences on the Union as defined
in this Constitution. The Union shall act within the limits of the competences conferred upon it
by this Constitution. Competences not conferred upon the Union by the Constitution remain
with the Member States.

In accordance with the principle of subsidiarity, in areas which do not fall within its exclusive
competence, the Union shall act only if and insofar as the objectives of the intended action
cannot be sufficiently achieved by the Member States including, where powers have been
granted to them by the laws of the relevant Member State, by their regional or local authorities,
but can rather, by reason of the scale or effects of the proposed action, be better achieved at
Union level.
