Suggestion for amendment of Article : III-236

Article III-236 (ex Article 199)

The European Parliament shall adopt its Rules of Procedure, acting by a majority of its
Members.

The proceedings of the European Parliament shall be published in the manner laid down
in its Rules of Procedure. It shall be responsible for deciding the location of its seat.

Explanation:

Our amendment implies the suppression of paragraph (a) of the Protocol on the location

of the seats of the institutions. The legislature is different to other institutions. The

Parliament must have equal autonomy with that of the Council to decide where it wishes

to be located. See our parallel amendment to Article 242.
