This Protocol would be more suitably expressed as a Declaration of the interested Member Sates.
Formalisation of the Eurogroup is inappropriate because:

* Inasfar asthe proposed changes to Eurogroup are being driven by concern about the
impact of enlargement, treaty changes will not have the desired effect, because any treaty
change is unlikely to come into force before 2006 or 2007, while enlargement will happenin
2004.

* We have always recognised that the "ins" will want to meet to discussissuesto do with
sharing a currency, but greater powers for the Eurogroup to decide on the BEPGs or
excessive deficits of Euro-inswill create an asymmetry, whereby the outs will vote only on
outs’ issues, whileinswill vote on ins and outs.

* Overall, itisdifficult to believe that creating a greater distinction between the ins and the
outs will promote effective economic governance in the Union- the key challenge facing the
Union is to enhance structural reform, and this proposal will do nothing to help meet this
challenge.

Article2

The ministers of the States in the euro area shall elect a president chairperson for a period of
up to two years, by a mgority of the Member States of the euro area. The chairperson may
be one of the ministers participating in the Euro Group or the Commissioner responsible
for Economic and Financial Affairs.

The chairperson shall prepare the meetings of the Euro Group and coordinate its informal
work. He shall not interfere with the external representation of the euro area by the Euro-
pean Commission (Article I11-85c).




Explanation:

The Eurogroup must continue to meet as an informal body. However, to make its existence pub-
licly known, the EPP would accept that the Eurogroup is recognised in a Protocol attached to the
Constitution. Such a Protocol should underline the informal nature of the Eurogroup as well asits
function to prepare the position of Euro area Member Sates in subsequent meetings of the Ecofin
Council, which shall remain competent to take all Council decisions with regard to economic
matters. The Eurogroup may appoint a Chairman to conduct its meetings; the term of such
Chairman may be decided by the Eurogroup itself and must not be laid down in the Protocol.
