The Praesidium started to examine draft articles on competences. It agreed to resume work
on these texts at its next meeting on 16 January, during which it should also examine drafts
for articlesl, 2 and 4 to 7, the objective being the circulation by end January to the
Convention of the first 15 articles. Members of the Praesidium are invited to forward to the
Secretariat suggested amendmentsto Articles 7 to 15 by Monday 13 January, 17h00.
