The Praesidium reached agreement on the draft texts of the two protocols with a view to
their presentation to the plenary session with the accompanying explanatory note (doc.
CONV 579/03).

Explanatory note on Articles 24 et seq
The Praesidium endorsed the explanatory note contained in doc. CONV 571/03.
Handling of the debate on Articles1to 16

The Praesidium agreed that each section of Articles would be introduced by a short
presentation, explaining the arguments which have inspired the Praesidium and indicating
the mgjor themes emerging from comments/amendments, as well as first reactions by the
Praesidium.

Method of work on draft Articles

In order to give to each member the possibility to contribute in this important phase, the
Praesidium agreed to organise additional intersessional discussions. The first ones would
take place on 5 and 26 March, chaired by Vice-Presidents Amato and Dehaene, and
covering Articles8to 16 and 1 to 7, respectively.

Programme of work

The Praesidium agreed an indicative calendar for the presentation to the Convention of
draft texts and their discussion at plenary sessions. The President would present this
calendar at the opening of the 27 February session and the calendar would be circulated to
all Convention members (doc. CONV 586/03).
